Inner Man

Immaterial aspects of man (primarily spirit & mind)
In our context, the quickened spirit and enlightened mind of the
believer are the primary aspects in which renewal and renewing

occur in order for fellowship with God to be experienced.

Outer Man

Material/physical aspects of man (body & flesh)
The ‘“members of the physical body” (hands, feet, eyes, tongues,
ears, etc.) are not only the senses by which the body gathers
information but are also the instruments by which conduct is
expressed, whether good or bad.
